Algunos puntos a tratar en la Conferencia

Las fuerzas del mercado, tales como galerias, ferias de arte y casas de subastas, estan adoptando cada vez
mas el lenguaje y los atributos histéricamente conferidos a la institucion museistica. Los vastos espacios tipo
“cubo blanco”, la produccién de catadlogos razonados, el acceso a los artistas, sus patrimonios ylegados, ylas
conferencias académicas ya no son cualidades exclusivas de los museos.

Apesar de
esto, las iniciativas privadas no asimilarian la funcién del museo para ganar credibilidad y seriedad si sus
atributos no fuesen todavia validos.

Y sin embargo, los museos estan modificando activamente sus practicas tradicionales y optando por
estrategias alternativas de alcance y de difusidon publicos. ¢Es esto reaccionario o es clarividente? ;Existe
ahora en los museos un enfoque sin precedentes en los medios tradicionalmente resistentes al mercado,
como la performance y el cine, o se trata de una reaccion por defecto porque los museos estan siendo
excluidos de abordar el arte contemporaneo? ;Es “el publico” igual a las audiencias? ;Como se define “lo
publico” a laluzde las nuevas definiciones de lo comun, como interés comun o usos compartidos? ;Qué es la
“confianza publica” en la actualidad? ;Qué consideramos un Museo Publico?. Son algunas de las preguntas
que buscara responder la Conferencia Anual del CIMAM.

En los ultimos quince afios el mundo del arte ha llegado a estar dominado por flujos de capitales en
proporciones colosales. Como el arte moderno y contemporaneo se han convertido en refugios de valor
monetario para los inversores globales, el valor cultural del arte ha dejado de existir como unidad con alguna
medida de relevancia. Su cuantificacion gradual y su utilidad y eficiencia objetivas han derrocado el papel del
critico y del profesional de museo, asi como su autoridad para influir en el gusto, el valor o la opinién publica.

HE Sheikha Al Mayassa bint Hamad bin Khalifa al-Thani, chairperson of Qatar Museums, opened the conference. Speaking
on the occasion, she welcomed the participants and said the different perspectives being deliberated upon at the event would
ultimately widen “our horizons in thinking about contemporary art and what it represents”.

“Qatar Museums is — like Qatar itself — a young institution with great ambition. Culture and art supports the realisation of our
National Vision. It nurtures the transformation of a hydrocarbon nation to one based on diversity by supporting and
establishing creative networks. Culture connects people of all walks of life; it has no passport and establishes a tolerant
platform for dialogue.

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This week saw over 200 international delegates from 58 countries come to Doha for the

CiMAM's (International Committee for Museums and Collections of Modern Art) annual
conference, an important fixture in the international museums calendar, held for the first time in
Qatar.

framing the future of how modern and contemporary art is presented.

Shoman, founder of Jordan’s Dar Al Funun, on their ongoing struggles to build art institutions in
the MENA region.
